The undersigned, acting as the incorporator of a non-profit corporation under the
provisions of RCW 24.03 adopts the following ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION for

such corporation:
ARTICLE L.

NAME
The name of the corporation is CENTRAL WASHINGTON CATHOLIC

FOUNDATION.
ARTICLE 11

DURATION
The period of its duration is perpetual.

ARTICLE il
PURPOSES

The purposes for which the corporation is organized are exclusively religious,
charitable, scientific, literary, and educational within the meaning of section 501(c)(3) of
the Intemal Revenue Code of 1986 or the comesponding provision of any future United

States Internal Revenue Law.

ARTICLE IV.
CORPORA OWERS

The corporation shall have all powers granted by law necessary and proper to carry out
its above stated purposes consistent with qualifications under Section 501(c)(3) of the
Internal Revenus Code of the United States as exempt from income tax.
Notwithstanding any other provision of these articles, this organization shall not carry on
any activities not permitted to be carried on by an organization exempt from Federal
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income tax under section 501(c)(3) of the Intemal Revenue Code of 1986 or the
corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law.

ARTICLE V.
REGULATION

Provisions for the regulation of the intemal affairs of the corporation shall be set
forth in the original by-laws adopted by the Board of Directors and as thereafter
amended from time to time.

ARTICLE V1.
DISSOLUTION

In the event of dissolution, the residual assets of the arganization will be tumed
over to one or more organizations which themselves are exempt as organizations
described in section 501(c)(3) and 170(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 or
corresponding sections of any prior of future Intemal Revenue Cade, or to the Federal,
State, or local government for exclusive publlc purpose.
